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NAVIGATION OF SAILBOARDS

Byelaws to regulate, for preventing danger to bathers, the navigation of sailboards and other vessels used for pleasure purposes, made by the DISTRICT COUNCIL OF CHICHESTER ( “the Council” ) in pursuance of Section 231 of the Public Health Act 1936.

1. 

In these byelaws “sailboard” means a board with a mast and sail used   in windsurfing and designed to be navigated whilst standing or any other wind powered vessel used for pleasure purposes.
2.
With reference to the map attached to and forming part of these byelaws, the Council hereby allots for public bathing at all times:-

(i) the area of sea situated within the district of Chichester which extends eastwards from groyne C.13 in the parish of West Wittering (excluding the inland water area of Pagham Harbour) and therefrom for a distance seaward of 300 metres from mean low water mark (MLWM); and

(ii) the area of sea situated within the district of Chichester which extends westwards from groyne C.13 in the Parish of West Wittering (excluding the inland water area of Chichester Harbour north of an imaginary line (shown ** on the map) drawn from the south-east corner of a building at Eastoke Point on Hayling Island in the Borough of Havant at Latitude 50° 46’ 35” north and Longtitude 0° 56’ 31” west of Greenwich to the most southerly corner of West Wittering Church) and therefrom for a distance seaward of 600 metres from mean high water mark (MHWM).

(a)
This byelaw applies at all times to the areas allotted for public bathing 

by byelaw 2.


(b)
No person shall, within the areas allotted for public bathing in byelaw 

2, cause or permit a sailboard to be sailed or otherwise propelled to the 

danger of bathers.

4.
Any person offending against byelaw 3 shall be liable on summary conviction 
to a fine not exceeding level 2.

5. Nothing contained in any of the foregoing byelaws shall be deemed to be or shall operate as a grant by or on behalf of the Crown or any other person as owner of the foreshore and seabed below high water mark of any estate or interest in or right over such foreshore and seabed, or any part thereof, nor shall anything contained in or done under any of the provisions of the foregoing byelaws in any respect prejudice or injuriously affect the rights and interests of the Crown or of any such other person in such foreshore and  seabed, or prevent the exercise thereon of any public rights or prejudice or injuriously affect any right, power or privilege legally exercisable in, over and in respect of the foreshore and seabed.

6.
The byelaws relating to the Navigation of Sailboards which were made by the Chichester District Council on 25 July 1984 and confirmed by the Secretary of State on 31 October 1984 are hereby repealed.
