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Authorisation to Sell Alcohol
Licensing Act 2003
Under the Licensing Act 2003 (the ‘Act’), a Premises Licence (the ‘licence’) has been granted to (Insert name of Premises Licence holder) in respect of the (Insert Premises Name and Address).
