The tick boxes above doesn’t seem to be working.  I oppose the plan for general reasons for the 
following reasons. 

 The original plan was for period of time that includes the proposed timeframe that is now 
being proposed for these changes.  In my view the council has reneged on the previous 
plan.  So I’d like to say that I have lost trust in the original democratic process and my trust 
in the council (Southbourne and Chichester) to listen and make decisions regarding the 
residents opinions in Nutbourne is at rock bottom. 

 I think the last plan was for 15 years and my expectation was that over that time the 
proposed developments would be rolled out at a gentle pace.  What actually happened was 
that from day one all of the development work started.  The assumption is that the same will 
happen again.   

 Since the work started we have lived with constant disturbance e.g. heavy vehicles in and 
out, noise from the vehicles and building work, dust and dirt on the roads and in the air. 

 The builders haven’t listened to our concerns and couldn’t be bothered to turn up for public 
meetings when invited.  I’m sure this attitude won’t be any different going forward and what 
ever controls the council will try to impose will be ignored or worked around. 

 With the changes to the road layout in Inland Road there has been an increase in the traffic 
flow, we are now even more of a rat run.  Speeding is the norm and it’s just a matter of time 
before accidents start to happen.  I’d previously asked for a lower speed limit to be applied 
to the main road, the 30 mph limit need to be extended from Southbourne right the way to 
the start of the Bosham straight.  This is a serious health and safety issue.   

 Our sewerage system is already overloaded so more houses will make things worse. 

 Our local surgery is overloaded, they have had to introduce new ways of working, gone are 
the days of booking an appointment with the doctor. 

 
In conclusion.  I think the plan needs to be fully scrapped.  There needs to be at least a ten year 
gap from now until another local referendum is completed.  This will give us time to recover and 
the recent developments to become integrated and for the infrastructure to grow to meet the 
increased demand.
