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COMMENTS ON NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN

I fully support the aims and objectives of the Hunston Neighbourhood Plan and congratulate
the team who put together such a wide-ranging and comprehensive plan. I would like to
make the following comments:

5.7 Housing

3. New development must attain a HQM minimum 3 to 4 star rating at final stage certificate and
Level 4 in the ‘My Footprint’ indicator.

T have spent forty odd years reading Digests and Information Papers from the BRE for whom
I have enormous respect and gratitude. The HQM standard is new to me. Having briefly
studied their Guide and Technical Manual it looks impossibly dense and impractical for small
builders. It may well work for major house builders. In my opinion the Neighbourhood Plan
should also accept the AECB Certified Standard for small developments. Building good,
efficient, comfortable, environmentally-friendly houses is not rocket science and shouldn’t be
made to look like it is, most of all it requires a willingness to learn how to do it.

If HQM is adopted then it would appear to make items 4 to 17 irrelevant.

Personal observations not Plan specific are:

Terraced housing.

Terraces should be used more often in place of the ‘barely’ detached, extruded boring houses
without heed of the local vernacular. Terraces allow buildings of scale with greater
architectural interest to be produced and are less expensive.

Roof-spaces.
Major house builders invariably use trussed rafters to form roofs which prevent practical use

of the roof space itself. It is straightforward for a builder to use an attic truss rafter roof
which enables usable space to be simply formed in which one can stand up in. This allows
the roof space to of use to the owner at least for storage.

Gardens.
Gardens should be sized to suit the type of house. A family house should have a garden to
accommodate a family. Various local authorities have guidance on suitable space

requirements.

Allotments.
Allotments should form part of any sizeable development. Certainly if 200 houses are to be

built an allotment should be included as part of any sustainable future, to provide a green

space, to support wildlife.
Space for an allotment that may be used by existing residents should also be considered when

developers seek permission for more modest developments.
