	Paragraph 3.4, Page 16 – Stag Beetles are doing well in our garden (23 large larvae found in one location, flying males seen every year and females on the ground). We also see them along the tramway wildlife corridor.
Paragraph 3.6.1, Page 24 – the bus is too expensive. It’s a fancy gold one that is no better than the other buses but for some reason it is extortionate to those paying. I rarely see anyone on board that doesn’t have a “free pass”.
Paragraph 3.6.6, Page 25 - “the footpath from Hunston to North Mundham joins a narrow pavement on the B2166, which parents with pushchairs walking to North Mundham School rightly consider to be dangerous”. I very much agree with this statement. It’s terrifying when lorries and tractors go past and the condition of that road makes drives swerve to avoid the pot holes too. A safer route to the school for our young people would be very much appreciate. I see this improvement as one of the most critical issues needing addressing.
Paragraph 3.6.7, Page 26 – I agree that the free school is causing massive traffic problems, the difference when it is a school holiday is huge.
Paragraph 3.6.8, Page 26 – The “experience” flights are becoming a real worry. They fly so low and do acrobatics right over the village. I do not believe that minimum height regulations are being followed.
Paragraph 3.6.9, Page 26 – The sky pollution from the glass houses is such a shame. As an area that Sir Patrick Moore valued so greatly as a dark sky reserve it is really sad that we often miss stellar events due to them being obscured by the glass house lights. Dark skies and the wonder that they bring should be preserved to enhance this local heritage link and join up with the work done by the SDNPA in preserving the dark skies.
Paragraph 3.7.1, Page 27 – Hunston Mill and Spire Cottage are great places to stay and provide us with facilities for family and guests to stay nearby when they visit us.
Paragraph 3.8.1, Page 27/28 – We love the village atmosphere and the community events, it’s a lovely place to live and these things make it so much more connected.
Paragraph 3.8.1, Page 28 – A big concern of ours is the primary school for our children (one starts next year, then another in 5 years). I do not want my children to go to a “all through” school as I believe in the old system of primary and secondary. I cannot walk to the free school so therefore my first choice will be North Mundham which I hear very good things about. It is an important part of the school experience to be able to walk to school and meet classmates and friends along the way. I’m anxious to find out whether there will be a place for my children. At present we travel to Chichester Nursery School in St James Road for nursery as there isn’t a provision in the parish.
Traffic makes this a nightmare some mornings, with the free school making traffic a lot worse at key times.
Paragraph 3.8.7, Page 29 – the playground is amazing, great work by parish team in making this happen despite lockdown. I hope that this facility is available for all residents and the land excluded from any housing development as any new house residents would likely use the space too.



Paragraph 3.8.8., Page 29 – we love our allotment, it is a great escape and a fabulous learning experience for our children. It’s also very social and supportive, providing a source of connection for many in the village. It really helped us to settle in when we moved here.
Paragraph 3.8.9, Page 30 – it would be lovely to see the rest of the canal surface upgraded and maintained to enable cycling and buggy pushing all the way down to the marina. Quite a few sections are impassable without pushing through the vegetation and getting stung.
Paragraph 4.2A, Page 31 – We definitely need a proper crossing between the village hall and the playground. This would also signal to drivers that this is the start/end of a village environment and hopefully bring the speeds down.
Paragraph 5.3, Page 35 – There have been a lot of big trees removed recently and it is distressing to see this loss of habitat and character. There may be a need for new tree planting and also protection of these larger trees from being cut down. Plus a number for residents to ring if they believe that a tree should not be cut down but crews are on site.
Policy H3, Page 52 – A good housing mix also promotes a diverse age range dynamic in the village, one that I believe is better than in other local areas. Although with friends struggling to get on the housing ladder I can understand the need for affordable housing… with the proviso that they also have good sized gardens as they are critical for the children that shortly follow buying a house. A garden is not just a luxury – it’s critical to wellbeing, good development and connection to nature.

The proposed housing at the South end of the village seems like an appropriate place to repurpose land that has already been used for other purposes. Providing the transport, schools and other concerns of the plan can be mitigated or resolved. I hope that these properties are built with really good-sized gardens and outdoor space that enhances the community and fits in with the existing feel of this lovely village. I feel that we got very lucky with moving to the village and being able to get our house for a reasonable price due to it needing renovations. It has taken us 8 years to get there but we feel that we’ve become a part of the village and are keen to see it thrive alongside it’s “wild” residents too.
