Members’ Code of Conduct – Complaints Process


Members of Chichester District Council and the 59 parish councils in the District are required to comply with the Members’ Code of Conduct adopted by their council. The Code applies to all councillors and to co-opted members with voting rights.

What this means to you -

If you want to complain about the conduct of a member of Chichester District Council or a member of one of the parish or town councils in the District you should submit your complaint in writing to:

An Assessment Sub-Committee may consider the complaint if it relates to the behaviour of a member.  It will not deal with complaints about matters which are not covered by the Members’ Code of Conduct.
